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A brief history 

1952 

February Paul Cullen’s Mainguard Pty. Ltd., a merchant banking company based in 
Sydney, arranges the amalgamation of six engineering companies into 
Engineering and Electrical Industries Ltd. Most of the acquisition is dissolved or 
disposed of, but Casper Precision Engineering Pty Ltd, a company located in 
Redfern, is retained. The assets include two rare 10” shellac record presses. Two 
staff are given the task of establishing a record company. 

October Microgroove (Australia) Pty. Ltd. is established. Douglas Hull and John Dulhunty 
are the first Directors. Festival Records comes into being. Dulhunty hires young 
sound engineer Robert Iredale, who suggests Les Welch as A&R manager and 
talent scout. 

November Les Welch signs as Festival's first Musical Director. 

November First issues: Westminster WAL-302, a three LP set of Puccini’s ‘Tosca’ and 
Manhattan FM 1019/16 'Meet Mr Callaghan/When I fall in love' by Les Welch. 

November Secretary and Acting Sales Manager C.H. Beavis announces that Festival Records 
will press and market the U.S. Westminster classical catalogue. 

December Festival acquires Australian rights to the Remington catalogue. 

1953 

February Festival acquires Australian rights to the Savoy catalogue. 

March Production starts at the new Gladesville plant, a converted picture theatre with 10 
presses. The plant has 12 staff, with 5 more in the Phillip Street office. 

June Festival acquires Australian rights to the Regent catalogue. 

August Festival arranges to press the Vox of London label in Australia. Festival also 
launches a 10" EP series, playing at 78rpm. 

September Festival acquires the catalogue of Record Corporation of America (RCA) 33for 
Australian pressing and distribution. 

October B. Witte is appointed Festival’s new sales manager. 

1954 

During the year, Hal Saunders is appointed Musical Director, later specialising as musical 
consultant in charge of local recording activities. 

May Festival acquire the rights to the Bell Records catalogue for Australian release. 

June Festival acquire the rights to parts of the U.S. Decca, Coral and Brunswick 
catalogues. 

September Festival moves from Phillip Street to 223–229 Harris Street, Pyrmont.

September Walter Elliott is appointed to the newly created position of Australasian sales 
manager. 

November Festival releases its first 45 rpm EPs. 

1955 

March John Sheaffer, Festival’s chief recording engineer, travels to the U.S. to learn about 
new recording technologies 

July Festival releases its first 45rpm single plays, including Bill Haley’s ‘Rock around 
the clock’, part of the U.S. Decca catalogue. It sells 144,000 copies. 

September Ken Taylor joins as sales manager. 

November Festival acquire the entire rights to the manufacture and sale of the U.S. Decca 
catalogue. 

December Festival acquire the entire rights to the manufacture and sale of the Coral and 
Brunswick labels. 

December Paul Cullen is managing director of Mainguard (Aust.) Ltd., Dudley 
Challingsworth is General Manager of Festival Records. 

1956 

March R. Chatto (secretary), Ken Taylor (NSW sales manager), Cyril Beavis (production), 
Ray Aitken (publicity manager). Festival has 40 factory staffers, 32 staff for 
advertising, administration and sales, and 3 artists to create covers. 

August Festival set up a pressing service in New Zealand for 78 rpm pop records. 

November Festival arrange a tie-up with Peter Scriven Pty. Ltd. to release Australian artists 
such as Jim Gussey's Orchestra, Andre Baude, Norma Francis, Tim McNamara, 
Ned Kelly and Hal Carter's Orchestra. 

1957 

Early in this year, Johnny O'Keefe is finally signed by Ken Taylor. Les Welch moves to the 
Prestige label. 

March Festival lose the rights to Bell Records, which becomes an independent label. 

July Festival records 'Love letters in the sand' and 'Am I blue' by Johnny O'Keefe at a 
live session at the Sydney Radio Theatre. Festival also signs Vic Sabrino, and 
grants U.S. Decca the rights to his recording of 'Hitch-hiking heart/Fraulein'. 
Festival re-launches the Brunswick label in Australia. 

August Jack Argent joins Festival from Coronet Records as General Sales Manager. 

1958 

During the year, Col Joye and the Joyboys, Nola Hirst and John Laws are signed. 

March Festival begin a new numbering series, and launch their 'Little Album' EPs. 
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May L.J. Hooker buys 75% of shares in Mainguard, Microgroove and Festival Records. 
The Directorate at this time was: P.A. Cullen (Chairman), E.J. Walker, N.R. Pulver, 
W.T. Russell, A.T. Anderson, B.M. Dixon and A.T. Barkl. 

November Ken Taylor is appointed to the dual role of Artists & Repertoire (A&R) Manager 
and Sales Manager. 

December Festival introduces a new series of locally pressed stereophonic LPs. 

1959 

During the year, Ken Taylor turns down signing Lonnie Lee. Jimmy Little and The 
Thunderbirds sign. Late in the year, L.J. Hooker starts a new label, Rex Records, named after his 
hotel chain, and devoted entirely to Australian talent. 

January L.J. Hooker announces the appointment of Gordon Marshall as General Manager 
of Festival Records. He had earlier joined as Factory Manager and Plant 
Superintendent. 

June Dig Richard signed. 

June Lucky Starr & the Hepparays win a local talent quest, with part of the prize being 
a Festival recording contract. 

July Ken Taylor announces the reintroduction of the Vocalion label. 

October Lee Gordon sells Lee Gordon Records to Festival for a reputed 10,000 pounds. The 
roster of artists includes Johnny Rebb, Lonnie Lee and The Delltones. 

1960 

February Festival manufacture and distribute Concert-Disc and Rank Records International 
Inc., and are also appointed sole agents for Rex Records. 

February Noeline Batley signed. 

April Noel Brown appointed Sales Manager by Ken Taylor. 

May Festival are appointed as agents for the pressing and distribution of John Collins, 
George Hilder and Johnny Devlin's Teen Records label. 

May Hal Saunders, former recording supervisor, is appointed to the newly created post 
of Assistant A&R Manager. 

September Festival Records is sold to Mirror Newspapers Ltd, part of News Limited of 
Australia. The new directors are John Glass (Chairman), Keith R Murdoch, R.J.B. 
Parkhill, Frederick C. Marks (Executive Director), Gordon Marshall (General 
Manager) and Ken Taylor (General Sales Manager and A&R Manager). 

October Festival purchases Teen Records. 

December Fred Marks, Festival's Executive Director, announces that Am-Par Record Corp., a 
subsidiary of American Broadcasting Corporation-Paramount Theatres Inc., has 
joined Mirror Newspapers Ltd. as equal partners in the ownership of Festival 
Records Pty Ltd. 
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1961 

March News Limited buys back Am-Par’s 50% stake of Festival Records. Franz Conde is 
appointed Musical Director for Festival, and announces a move away from rock 'n' 
roll, to more of a ‘jazz-oriented’ style. One of his first signings is Lana Cantrell. 

April Festival introduces the Am-Par and jazz-based Impulse labels. 

June John Glass, CBE, chairman of Festival Records, dies. The Rex label ceases, as 
Festival seeks to cut costs. 

July Ken Taylor, formerly General Sales Manager and A&R Manager of Festival 
Records, is appointed Service Manager of Sydney radio station 2GB. Noel Brown 
appointed National Sales Manager.
